· Discussed having the Sheriff provide some security at the Menorah Lighting event on Wednesday, December 13th at 6:30pm.  Don Wagner plans to attend.  Ed will speak on behalf of the VPCS Foundation.  Possible donation or expenses covered with the Cultural budget.
· Discussed some issues and plans with the Winter Wonderland events.  There are many challenges to overcome in a short time period.  It was decided to not have a Winter Wonderland event in 2024, and to start planning earlier for one in January of 2025.  The budgeted $3,500 for new events will be discussed in the January meeting.  It could be allocated to a 2nd Concert in the Park, which there has been a lot of interest in having.
· Discussed challenges with holding any events on school property because of new insurance requirements by the OUSD risk manager.  This could impact the Concert in the Park among other events.

· The USMC Thanksgiving Hosting event was a great success.  There was a slight budget surplus that can roll to next year.  Had good press coverage from KFI.

· The Santa Letter activity was discussed.  Last year there were only 10 kids.  The decision was made to skip the activity this year.

· Discussed the timing for the Lunar New Year Celebration.  Possibly the 10th or the 24th.  Waiting on the Chinese School to confirm.
