· For the USMC Thanksgiving Hosting event there have been 75 Marines paid for.  59 have already been adopted, still working on the remaining 16.  Homes will be found for all.
· For Halloweenfest there have already been 70 volunteers recruited that will work 2 shifts.  The event will go from 4-7pm.  Lesslie is taking care of the photo booth.  Work is being done to have a fire truck there too, along with the various vendors.

· The Santa Tour is Saturday 12/2 with 31 stops.  The 2 Santas have been confirmed.  The City Council requires the 8am start.  Planning for dog biscuits, candy canes, and jingle bracelets.  

· The Dryland boat parade is set for Sunday 12/10.  The CSF agreed on who will be recommended as the Grand Marshal for the parade.  That person will be presented to the City Council for approval.
· Forrest is making plans for Winter Wonderland on Saturday 1/20.  There is $3,500 allocated for the event.  The plan is for an Alpine theme with a snow pit.  There were discussions on the various costs and methods to provide snow.  More research is being done.  Possibly investing in equipment that would then be available for future winter events.
· The Dawali celebration for this year on Saturday 11/18 will be more of decorating.  The goal is to further develop the celebration for next year.
